ABOUT THE COUGS:

¢ Washington State is currently 19-10 overall and
has a 9-8 league mark....WSU is in a three-way tie for
fourth place in the Pac-10 with California and USC.
e A Cougar loss would mean a No. 6 seeding in the
tournament, with a win WSU could finish as high

as fourth in the league...either way the Cougs avoid
playing on Wednesday night.

¢ The Cougars are 11-3 at home this season, 6-2 in
conference...the three losses came against league-
leading Arizona, Kansas State and Stanford.

¢ Klay Thompson leads the Cougars this season with
21.4 points per game, leading the league, while
ranking 11th in the nation.

* Thompson also ranks in the league’s top-five in
3-point field goals made, 3-point field goal percent-
age, free throw percentage and steals.

o First year player, junior college transfer, Faisal Aden
is second on the team and 14th in the Pac-10 with
12.9 points per game...he’s missed two games this
season.
